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The present document discusses how to introduce third party generated advertising content among the VAS4SMS under definition in the TS 22.142.

Introduction

In the Informative Annex A of the TS all the Value Added Service defined during the TR activity are listed. Anyhow it is foreseable that such Annex will be removed from the final TS.

From the work done in the TR for each type of VAS for SMS, the TS is collecting all the requriments needed from the system point of view.

Telecom Italia believe that advertising is a very important VAS for SMS missing in the TR.

2
Advertising Service driver and motivation
Adding advertising content inside an SMS towards user may be of interest of both the user and the Operator. From the user point of view, some users may accept to receive adv in the SMS in return for future credit to send SMS or to use other services. From the Operator point of view, this feature may generate new revenues for being the intermediation between the advertising industry and the final user on the mobile terminal.

Advertising is a very particular type of content, since it could be very flexible depending on a lot of conditions: type of user (adv target), time of day, type of content, location of the user etc..

At the time being, Personal signature among the list of VAS for SMS is the only service where some type of content may be added to a terminating SMS. Anyhow the Personal Signature is quite different from the Advertising for a series of motivation, such as:

· the source of the content (for the advertising, it is a third party usually)

· the target of the service (for the advertising, it is the user receiving SMS)

· the needed flexibility level to change the content (e.g. to tailor the ads on the base of the type of user, time of the day etc..)

· the existance of conditions that may trigger the need to change the content (e.g. on the base of the location of the recipient user, end of credit,  etc..)

Proposal

The proposal from Telecom Italia is to introduce the system requirements derived from the advertising service in the TS:

· intorducing the requirement for third party generated content;

· generalizing, where possibile, the system requirements specific of Personal Siganture such as the SM Processing

Overall System Requirements
4.2.1
Management of Service Information

-
Capabilities provided to the user

The VAS-SMS shall be able to support a request from an application to query/change the choice of services for a subscriber.

The VAS-SMS shall be able to support a request from an application to query/change the subscriber’s preferences for a certain service, for example: 

i) To add or delete or modify a subscriber’s filtering conditions by which VAS-SMScan refuse some of the subscriber’s incoming messages.

ii) To modify a subscriber’s signature that will be appended to an SM sent from the subscriber.

iii) To modify a subscriber’s forwarding address that substitutes for the subscriber’s original receiving address.

Capabilities provided to the network

The VAS-SMS shall be able to support a request to query/change the subscriber’s information, for example: 


i) To get the detail information about the subscriber’s service.

ii) To add or delete a subscriber’s service information.

The VAS-SMS shall be able to support a request to query the handling results of the subscription service.
-
Capabilities provided to third party

The VAS-SMS shall be able to support a request from an application to modify the contents that will be appended to an SM, for example:

i) to load or unload a particular content provided by the third party

ii) to associate a content with a particular subscriber or a type of subscribers

iii) to define the trigger for inclusion or change ofsuch content

SM Processing

The VAS-SMS should be able to deal with the content of an SM, for example: 

i) To insert content (as agreed with the subscriber, or as agreed with a third party and authorized by the subscriber) into the original SM and form a new SM (e.g. append the signature to the SM, append the advertising content as provided by the third party, …).
ii) To compile an SM by containing operator’s information (e.g. construct a delivery report).
iii) To use certain words in an SM as the filtering criteria.

The VAS-SMS should be able to convert the format of an SM into other formats (e.g. email, WAP message, etc).
