In plain words the liaison statement from CEN TC278 WG 15 to MSG stipulates that it
· deems it reasonable to soften the 140Byte in 4 second requirement. 

· is of the opinion that the MSD should not exceed 100-104 bytes. 

Decision / Action requested
It is obvious that there is a lack of common understanding about eCall requirements amongst the stakeholders involved thus running the risk that eCall specifications will not meet the real requirements. 

Hence, SA1 is kindly invited to note the CEN TC 278 WG 15 positions and to liaise with CEN TC278 WG15 to 

1. inform them that the Release 8 specifications for eCall will be based on the current requirements and that a change at this point in time would undermine the completion of the eCall specifications

2. that SA1 is the group responsible for setting requirements on the 3GPP system, therefore any proposal for changing the specifications of eCall should be sent to SA1

3. invite CEN TC278 WG15 to discuss and align requirements (provided they are in the public domain, a pre-condition for 3GPP to be able to reference and use them).
