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Introduction

This contribution provides the requirements for the Managed Remote Access to home based network (section 5.7 of TS 22.220), which was introduced at the last SA1 (SA1#41) meeting.

Discussion 
Managed remote access refers to the support for remote access to in-home devices connected to H(e)NB while connected to the macro mobile network, i.e. a ‘virtual’ connection that allows the UE to connect to the home based network from anywhere and use all the in-home devices in the same way as if they were physically at home.
This functionality will allow a user to connect from their mobile device, from anywhere via the macro mobile network and access home based services (e.g. local printer, local digital media players, etc.)  

There are several commercial offerings today that provide similar type of service allowing the user to remotely connect to his home PC from anywhere ([1], [2]).

Proposal 
Add the following text in Section 5.7 of TS 22.220 Rel-9.

5.7  Managed Remote Access to home based network 
The HNB/HeNB shall support remote access for CSG member to home based network from a UE via a PLMN, in order to provide access to IP capable devices connected to the home based network.
It shall be possible to restrict the access to the home based network on per-subscriber basis (e.g. some subscribers may have managed access to their home network and others may not).
