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1. Overall Description:

SA1 likes to thank CT4 for their LS titled: "LS on “CLI” in CSFB".

SA1 have understood that it might not possible for CT4 to complete the full CSFB function as requested by SA1 due to the complexity associated with CSFB and the limited time available. With these reasons in mind, SA1 have discussed this issue.

For the wide acceptance of the CSFB service, SA1 sees the need of a consistent CS service behavior in all modes of operation. Therefore, in order to avoid difference in behaviors across different accesses, SA1 would recommend that the user is only alerted on CS services when the UE is connected to the CS Domain via respective accesses (i.e., 2/3G radio access). 
However, if a user decides that his/her current LTE session shall not be disrupted, then there shall be a way to disable such CSFB procedure taking place. 
Therefore, SA1 agrees to modify the CSFB requirement as follows:

In the case of an incoming CS service to a UE that is registered for CS services and active in E-UTRAN, the CSFB service shall immediately take place upon reception of this CS service indication, if the UE has been set to allow CSFB service to be triggered, otherwise the UE shall reject the incoming CS call indicating that the user is busy.
With the above new SA1 requirement, we believe only Q3 remains valid. Therefore, the Answer to Q3 is: UDUB is invoked (if active) if the CSFB is rejected. 
CSFB interworking with CLI is out side the scope of Release 8. By the proposed changes above the UE can continue to enjoy his/her PS services over the LTE even if he/she does not fallback to CS service.
By restricting the functionality in this way SA1 hopes that CSFB can be made available in Rel-8 timeframe.
 2. Actions:

To 3GPP SA2 group.

ACTION: Take into account the above information and remove CLI interaction from stage 2 for CSFB in Release 8.

To 3GPP CT1, CT4 group.

ACTION: CT1 and CT4 to take into account the points made above.
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
