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Introduction

This contribution contains a proposed list of service requirements for access control with billing plan use case. 
Discussion

The use case of access control with billing plan was approved in SA1#44 and it was specified on Annex A in TS22.368.
It is proposed to add the following text in the NIMTC TS with creating new chapter 7.2.9 Access control.
----------------------------1st Change----------------------------------

7.1.3
Identifiers

It shall be possible to uniquely identify a MTC device (e.g. by using IMEISV) in the network.

----------------------------2nd Change----------------------------------

7.2.9 Access control
It shall be possible for an MTC device to send the unique identity (e.g. IMEISV) to the network.
It shall be possible for network to receive the unique identity of the MTC devices.

It shall be possible for network to identify MTC device as an appropriate device to access the network with billing plan for MTC devices.

It shall be possible for an operator (e.g. based on the operator's policies for a MTC billing plan) to restrict access to the network only to identified, authorized MTC devices.

�I think it is not possible to include "billing plan" into the requirements. Usually all billing related activities are operator specific and not standardised.
