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1 Overview

OMA would like to advise 3GPP SA1 of its initiative, progress and current status of the development of its Service User Profile Management [ServUserProf] activity to ensure coordination and cooperation between our two organisations.

2 Proposal

The OMA ServUserProf activity addresses the need for OMA enablers and other resources to personalise and contextualise services or services content for Users, consistent with the Users’ preferences, for which these enablers/resources may require access to User’s Profile information.

The main objective of the ServUserProf enabler is to define a unified data model for User service-related data, and to provide one unique central management and access point for all User services-related data, fulfilling the need of OMA services/enablers, while avoiding the duplication of User Profile functionality in different enablers. The unified ServUserProfile data model will support contextualization and personalization of the User’s mobile and/or fixed services, as well as the content handled by those services. 

The Requirements Document will identify the roles/actors (e.g. User, SP Service Administrator, ServUserProf enabler) and use cases in which they are involved to facilitate the identification of these requirements.
The objective of the Services User Profile Management work item is to provide the means to consistently, and efficiently, access and manage user data information for the user’s mobile and fixed services and content of the services.  This may be achieved by creating an access data model representing the virtual view of the user service-related data, and a common mechanism to access the data as viewed through this access data model.  The SUPM access data model will define a taxonomy for categorising any type of user data while mapping in detail only the user service-related data.
The Services User Profile Management enabler will provide the following:-

· Definition of the access data model for user data (e.g. preferences) residing in the Service Provider Environment, regarding applications/services:

· identifying roles and actors
· identifying existing different types of data and related elements (such as personalisation) provided by OMA enablers and external entities

· identifying data model of underlying service-related data structure and defining a common framework of user data model
· Defining how additional (new) data to be extended on the framework

· Data management mechanism (creation, modification, search, retrieval, etc.)
· access authentication mechanisms

· consistent, unified and efficient access to access to existing services user data of services enablers
· controlled, secure access by authorised entities

· charging information support

OMA's ServUserProf Requirements Document has just been initiated, and is expected to be approved in the August 2009 timeframe. During development of ServUserProf, the ongoing activity of 3GPP UDC (User Data Convergence) will be considered with the aim of being complementary to it.
