	BBF is in the process of defining the Policy Information Model (PIM) with emphasis on the R-interface between the PDP and the Policy Enforcement Point (PEP) at the Broadband Network Gateway (BNG). This is the interface that enables the PDP to  provision policy rules at the BNG PEP based on the QoS rules it receives from 3GPP network via  the S9* interface (between the PCRF and the PDP), and also for fixed UE devices.BBF considers all other policy framework  interfaces ( to the AF, policy repositry/subscriber profile, and charging systems) as out of scope
BBF will not define a policy server but asked 3GPP SA2 to consider PCC support of BBF’s interface between the BBF Policy Decision Point (PDP) and the Policy Enforcement Point (PEP) in the BBF access.

PCRF support for wireline  results in new, wireline specific requirements for the 3GPP PCC.
