A 3 Interworking Scenarios between Mobile Operators and Application Providers

Mobile Operators will need to support services for 3rd party application providers. This Annex provides the different interworking scenarios for which requirements for IP Session Transfer are specified.
The Evolved Packet Core supports agreements between the mobile operator and the 3rd party application provider. The agreements could include aspects of authentication, authorization, policy and charging interactions as well as aspects of mobility and session continuity.
The following scenarios will be considered in developing requirements:

· Mobile operator may or may not provide authentication for applications

· Mobile operator will authorize the use of resources on 3GPP accesses
· Mobile operator will provide mobility at network layer for applications 

· Mobile Operator will assist Application Provider to deliver Session continuity for applications
