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1. Overall Description:

3GPP SA2 thanks BBF for the update on the status of WT-203. 3GPP WG SA2 progressed in the BBF interworking activities. The latest version for your references is available at http://www.3gpp.org/ftp/Specs/html-info/23839.htm. (The current version is 0.3.0 and, when updated with the approved contributions from the ongoing meeting, the next revision will be available under the same link) 

2. Status of BBF interworking activities

The work on BBF interworking for Building Block 1 for a 3GPP UE accessing from a WLAN connected to a Broadband access network where the traffic is routed to Home EPC network is generally considered stable except for  the “QoS interworking principle” issue listed in this LS. 
3GPP SA2 is considering three alternatives for a Femtocell solution in Building Block 1 (see TR 23.839 for more details). However, all three possible solutions use S9* reference point between the BBF access network and the 3GPP EPC. Further discussions are needed in 3GPP and 3GPP SA2 expresses the intention to get an agreement on a solution at its February 2011 meeting. 
3GPP SA2 plans to conclude the stage 2 work for Building Block 1 in June 2011, while the plan for work for Building 2 and 3 are not yet decided.
To progress the work in the TR, 3GPP SA2 requests an early feedback from BBF on “QoS interworking principles” under consideration and described in Section  5.2.2.1.5 of the attached TR. They include .

· QoS interworking principles for DSCP marking as described in 5.2.2.1.5.2

· Service data flow detection based on SPI or SDF filters as described in 5.2.2.1.5.3.

The text of these sections  is in progress and it should be considered as a description of the general approach of the two solutions. In order to finalize this part of the work, 3GPP would welcome feedback from BBF. Furthermore the text does not explicitly identify the impact on the BBF access nodes.
Question : SA2 requests feedback on any preference that BBF may have for one of the two QoS interworking  principles that  3GPP is currently considering and if BBF nodes will be able to provide support for the functionality assigned to them in these sections.
In addition 3GPP would be grateful to receive any additional comments on current TR.
