Executive Summary:

1.1
General

The SSO SWG met for 3 sessions and processed 9 contributions attended by 20 participants.  The majority of the contributions focussed on the continued development of the Use Cases with the introduction of new Use Cases and the enhancement of existing ones.  There was agreement to develop a section of general pre-conditions that would be applied to all Use Cases with each Use Case adding additional preconditions to satisfy that particular Use Case.  It was agreed for the next meeting that there was a need to get agreement on some SSO specific definitions to aid in framing the discussion as well as determining the requirements for each Use Case to derive the general requirements for SSO.  There were no Change Request or Outgoing Liaisons generated at this meeting.
