Executive Summary:

1.1
General

The SSO SWG met for 4 sessions and processed 11 contributions attended by 19 participants.  The majority of the contributions focussed on the continued enhancement of the Use Cases with the introduction of new Use Cases .  There were 6 additional Use Cases added as well as editorial amendments agreed. It was agreed for the next meeting that there emphasis of the work would concentrate on the development of the final Requirements, and completion of the Deployment Scenario and Business Model clauses.  There are a number of open definitions highlighted in the output TR that must be addressed as well.  There was a liaison form SA3 seeking guidance on types of credentials to be considered in their deliberations on the SA3 SSO TR as well as guidance on the definition of “3GPP operator”. The rapporteur was given guidance on the answer to develop the response liaison to be reviewed at plenary.
