4.X Seamless transition between 3GPP access and non-3GPP access
4.X.1 Service Flow

A user has a User Equipment (UE) that is able to establish a connection both via 3GPP networks and via non-3GPP networks (e.g. public or private WiFi). The user has a subscription that includes a single sign on service with a mobile network operator and accesses a 3rd party application service provider (ASP), for example a social network. The user gains an authenticated access to his social network account without being involved in the authentication procedure. The SSO service asserts authentication to the ASP regardless of the access technology (WiFi or 3G) over which the user may be connected. A transition from or to non-3GPP access is seamless and transparent to the user.  

4.X.2 Pre-conditions

· A user has a subscription with the mobile network operator that includes SSO service
· The user’s UE supports access via 3GPP and non-3GPP
· The social network is a web service that supports SSO
· The social network service trusts the user’s network operator for the user  authentication 

4.X.3 Entities involved in the use case

The following entities are involved in the authentication procedure:

· User with the user equipment (UE), which is capable to establish an IP connection via both 3GPP access and non-3GPP access.
· Application Service Provider— an entity providing a social network service. It plays the role of a Relying Party 
· SSO service, which is controlled by the operator
· Operator’s HSS

4.X.4 Requirements
