	The current domain selection for IMS Multimedia emergency sessions is currently contradicting the current voice domain emergency selection policies.  

When performing domain selection for IMS Multimedia emergency sessions, it is felt that the current voice emergency domain selection procedures should be followed as far as possible.  

As currently written, the IMS Multimedia emergency sessions domain selection procedures suggest that you always have to fall back to CS voice emergency call. This would not work for PS only devices, and this is also in contradiction to the voice emergency call domain selection that may, when attempted, try some other available access. 

To avoid the contradiction between the voice emergency call domain selection and the IMS Multimedia emergency sessions domain selection, it is proposed to only define how the IMS Multimedia emergency sessions domain selection is attempted, and if this fails, revert back to the voice emergency call domain selection. Thereby, there will be no contradiction with current voice emergency call domain selection, and it will work with PS only devices.

10.1.2
Domains priority and selection for UE attempts to emergency call

10.1.2.1 Voice and GTT 
A UE that is connected to a domain in which it is possible for the UE to make non emergency calls using the particular media requested by the user, shall use that domain to attempt an emergency call unless serving network policy (based on regulatory requirements and operator needs) requires the UE, including an unauthenticated UE, to attempt the emergency call on a specific domain first.

If the UE is connected to more than one domain in which it is possible for the UE to make non emergency calls using the particular media requested by the user, the UE shall attempt an emergency call on the same domain it would use to originate a non-emergency call using the same media unless serving network policy (based on regulatory requirements and operator needs) requires the UE, including an unauthenticated UE, to attempt the emergency call on a specific domain first.
In the case where an emergency call attempt by a UE fails, the UE should automatically make a second attempt on the other domain if the UE supports it. 

If the user aborts the emergency call setup during the subsequent automatic attempt and immediately tries to set up an emergency call again, then the UE shall immediately attempt in the domain in which the user aborted the emergency call.

10.1.2.2 Other media
The following applies in addition to 10.1.2.1.

If an IMS MES  call attempt that includes a request for  voice or GTT  cannot be supported or fails , the UE shall attempt the emergency call as specified in 10.1.2.1and shall only include the request for voice or GTT. 
NOTE: An access already attempted with voice or GTT media and other media will not need to be re-attempted when trying with Voice or GTT only.
