Executive Summary:

1.1
General

Work on FS_CSN has been finalized and the group proposes to send TR 22.896 (Study on Continuity of Data Sessions to Local Networks) for SA approval. 
Documents submitted during this meeting mainly cleaned up issues concerning mobility, security and access control. The following issues were discussed:

· The TR covers several use cases / potential requirements that need to be re-evaluated once normative work starts (e.g. considering CSFB in the context of CSN)

· The TR proposes Managed Remote access - and related session continuity - from H(e)NBs that are not connected to the local network. The potential complexity of that feature was indicated.
The TR is considered stable, no contentious / missing issues were identified. 

The group discussed the option to start normative work on CSN (a WID had been submitted at the last meeting – 
S1-112075). However it was considered more appropriate to let SA2 start their normative work on LIPA mobility and submit additional requirements from CSN at a later time. Guidance from SA1 plenary what would be the best approach to get CSN implemented without jeopardizing on-going work in SA2 would be welcome.
