5.x Background traffic of mobile data applications


The background traffic can be large data flow, such as unexpected software version update and large file download. It can also be periodical data transmission, such as regular unwanted collected-data uploading and probing data for connectivity. 
Issues
Unlike on-demand or allowed data traffic, background traffic is usually generated automatically and without users’ acknowledgement. It causes additional traffic which the user may complaint about as they will be charged especially in the case of international roaming.

Unwanted background traffic is hard to be distinguished from normal traffic from UEs.
