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Abstract: This paper proposes a use case of dynamic ProSe group handling.
1. Introduction

This use case describes the scenario where a ProSe communication group is formed for discover and communicate unspecified victims. Some rescue team members are included as group members. Unspecified victims may be dynamically added as group members and join the group communications.

Description

In this use case, a ProSe communication group is formed to discover and communicate unspecified victims. Some rescue team members are included as group members. Unspecified victims may be dynamically added as group members and join the group communications.

X.Y.2
Pre-Conditions

· A communication group is formed to discover and communicate unspecified victims.
· Officer A uses ProSe-enabled public safety UE is included to the communication group as a group member.
· Victim B and Victim C use ProSe-enabled UEs.

· Officer A, Victim B, and Victim C’s UEs are ProSe discoverable, and they are in ProSe discoverable distance.

X.Y.3
Service Flows

· In a business district where ProSe services are utilized for public safety as well as commercial usages. 

· A terror event happens in this business district. A PSAP call taker receives an emergency call from a victim.
· A group coordinator at a PSAP ( Public Safety Answering Point) creates a new unrestricted ProSe based communication group to discover and communicate victims.
· The group coordinator may include some public safety team members to the group (e.g., based on their distance to the event location).
· With network assistance, the group coordinator activates ProSe features on UEs (e.g., by informing UE via infrastructure communication path to activate ProSe feature for group communication) in specific area to become ProSe discoverable and connectable.
· With network assistance, the group coordinator discovers unspecific victims, e.g., according to the location of UE correlated with the terror event location, and/or through the interaction of group member UEs and unspecified victims’ UEs.
· The group coordinator adds the victims to the communication group.
· The victims are able to join group communications, e.g., to receive instructions from the public safety team member in the group.

Post-Conditions

· The victims join the public safety group communications.
· ProSe group communications are established between group members in ProSe communication range.

X.Y.5
Potential Requirements

· 3GPP system shall be able to activate ProSe feature on UEs;

· 3GPP system shall be able to dynamically establish or release ProSe connections for group members to join or leave group communications.
