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1. Introduction
This contribution proposes to clarify that according to SID objective, a continuous network control is also expected for Public Safety direct connection establishment as soon as one of the two UEs is under network coverage.
2 Discussion
Current requirement in 5.2.5.5 [PR.5.2.5-59] indicates:

« The system shall be able to authorize public safety UEs to establish data sessions between them using ProSe e.g., via signalling with the network or via configuration available to the UE e.g., in the USIM. »
1) Requirement -59 promotes the possibility to use configuration in USIM:
Two examples, signaling and data configuration, are presented in the requirement PR-59 and there is currently no distinction of when to use one approach or the other, so these approaches seem to be examples of solutions that would have to be debated in other WGs. 
Nevertheless: 
· When at least one Public Safety UE is under network coverage:

· There is an interest to allow continuous network control according to the SID objective, so some network control is expected: “e.g network signaling” shall become a requirement when there is network coverage. 

· In case of network coverage, there may be some interest that a public safety User bypasses the network control. If this is correct, then this specific requirement should be clarified. Also this appears to be only desired when data are to be sent over PS spectrum.

· When there is no network coverage for both PS UEs, some operator policy can be done but only via configuration as there is no network. So the example “e.g via configuration…” becomes a requirement for PS UEs with no network coverage.
2) In addition, the requirement -59 applies to public safety spectrum
 [PR.5.2.5-59] is linked to the previous [PR.5.2.5-58] which speaks about authorizing Prose UEs to establish direct path on Public Safety spectrum. This needs to be clarified also for -59 as the requirements is different when the path is establish over EUTRA spectrum as there is always network control possible.

· « The system shall be able to authorize public safety UEs to establish data sessions between them on public safety spectrum dedicated to ProSe services using ProSe … »
3) Last change: the fact that the requirement applies to public safety UE is reminded in the requirement text, in order to ensure clarity of the need.
3 Proposal
The following update of the TR is proposed currently for section 5.2.5 of the TR

5.2.5 
Basic ProSe One-to-One Direct User Traffic Initiation in Public Safety Spectrum Dedicated to ProSe

5.2.5.1 
Description

This use case describes the case where a given Public Safety UE initiates one-to-one direct user traffic session with another UE.

5.2.5.2 
Pre-Conditions

An operator offers a service, which makes use of the ProSe feature.

Officer A and Officer B use ProSe-enabled public safety UEs.

Officer A and Officer B are subscribed to a Public Safety service that allows them to use ProSe.

5.2.5.3 
Service Flows

The two Public Safety UEs discover each other via ProSe Discovery. 

Officer A wants to communicate with Officer B, or vice versa. Officer A’s UE and Officer B’s Public Safety UE are able to initiate a direct connection and exchange user traffic over the air using the public safety spectrum. 

5.2.5.4 
Post-Conditions

Officer A communicates with Officer B using one-to-one direct communication.

5.2.5.5 
Potential Requirements

[PR.5.2.5-58] Two public safety UEs shall be capable of establishing a direct connection and exchange user traffic on public safety spectrum dedicated to ProSe services, assuming they are in radio range, and are authorized.

[PR.5.2.5-59] The operator shall be able to authorize public safety UEs to establish data sessions between them using ProSe:
· Via network control when there is network coverage for at least one of the two public safety UEs
· An operator shall be able to configure a Public Safety UE with the permission to establish data session between one or more UEs without prior registration into the network.
