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This paper proposes a video distress call use case to be added in 'Annex <B> (informative): Additional Use Cases' of 22.468, and derived requirements to be added in the normative section of 22.468. 
The proposed use case illustrates a situation where a first responder (in this case a policeman) decides to share a video distress call with the members of a Group including the dispatcher. Note this use case can be valid for any professional users in distress and is an add-on to the GCSE-LTE Emergency Communication use case (reference S1-130009).

- The System shall support multimedia Distress Priority calls with an appropriate high priority for resource allocation and retention. (refer to Annex B.x Distress Video Call Use Case)
- The system shall be able to allocate resources with an appropriate high priority for transmitting the distress call to all members of a pre-defined group. (refer to Annex B.x Distress Video Call Use Case)
Note: pre-defined group may consist of all the group members, or all users in a specific area near the UE originating the distress video call. (refer to Annex B.x Distress Video Call Use Case)
- Any multimedia communication with a Distress Priority shall be capable of pre-empting resources from existing lower priority pre-emptable communications. (refer to Annex B.x Distress Video Call Use Case)

Distress Video Call Use Case

B.x.1
Description

This use case illustrates a situation where a policeman in distress decides to create a distress video call with the members of a Group (including the dispatcher and group members in the field). 
Alternatively, the distress video call can be initiated remotely by the dispatcher and dispatched to all members of the group upon reception of an emergency call or message from a group member in distress.
B.x.1
Actors
A group of police officers is affected to supervise a demonstration to which potentially violent organizations are participating.

Officer Graham is the incident manager in the control room and.

Officer Johnson is a member of this group. He is acting undercover in the crowd.

B.x.2 
Pre-conditions
A group “Demonstration supervision” is created to provide multimedia communications between the officers in the field and the incident management officer in the control room. 

Officer Johnson is acting undercover in the crowd and is equipped with a miniaturized wearable camera connected to his UE. Officer Johnson is also equipped with covert voice PTT capabilities.
Other members of the group are installed in patrol vehicles and are equipped with multimedia terminals capable of transmitting and receiving multimedia information.

B.x.3 
Service Flows

1- Officer Johnson is standing in an area of the demonstration where he has identified a potential violent group of people.
2- This group of people suddenly starts to act with extreme violence against other citizens near to Officer Johnson.
3- Officer Johnson pushes the distress video call button on its device to alert the team of the life threatening situation happening in its vicinity. A distress video call is created between the UE and the network. This distress video call is established with an appropriate high priority towards all the members of the “Demonstration supervision” group, including the dispatcher. If necessary, this high-priority distress video call shall be capable of pre-empting resources from other pre-emptable flows with lower priority.

4 – The distress video call is received by Officer Graham; he notifies Officer Johnson that he is currently receiving the distress video call by means of e.g. PTT voice also established with same high level of priority.

5 – Officer Graham is asking to the other members of the group to provide assistance to Officer Johnson by means of e.g. the same PTT voice communications with same high level of priority. All members of the group are also receiving the video information from Officer Johnson and are better prepared to assist Officer Johnson and the citizens in danger.
6 – The response team finally manages the situation by arresting the trouble makers. 

B.x.5
Post-conditions
Officer Johnson exits the distress state on its device; the “demonstration supervision” group continues with the default level of priority.
