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1. Overall Description:

Some operators faced SMS MO issues in roaming situation. SMS Fraud has been observed in Roaming context as the use of SMS is not as well controlled as for voice communication (i.e. verified by home PLMN). In the current standard, the BOIC exHC for SMS is not consistent with the BOIC ex HC for voice, meaning that subscribers can send SMS in visited PLMN using open an SMSC.

SA WG1 has discussed this issue and proposed following requirements to be added in the TS 22.088 to solve issues:

Barring of all outgoing calls:

In the case of SMS, this barring program shall not allow the mobile subscriber to send any SMS.

Barring of all outgoing international calls except those directed to the home PLMN country:

In the case of SMS, this barring program shall not allow the mobile subscriber to send any SMS.

Barring of all outgoing international calls except those directed to the home PLMN country:

In the case of SMS, this barring program only allows the subscriber to send SMS through an SMSC located in the home country irrespective of whether the mobile subscriber is located in the home country or a foreign country.

Barring of outgoing calls when roaming:
With this barring program there are no outgoing set-up possibilities, except emergency calls when the mobile subscriber is roaming outside its home PLMN.

In the case of SMS, this barring program only allows the subscriber to send SMS when being located in the home country and through an SMSC also located in the home country. Mobile subscribers roaming in a foreign country shall not be allowed to send any SMS irrespective of the location of the SMSC
