Introduction

This contribution proposes to add ProSe definitions that are used in TS 22.468 from TS 22.278, and other updates to existing definitions.

Proposed changes
ProSe terms used in 22.468 are copied from the text in 22.278:
· ProSe Communication

· ProSe Group Communication

· ProSe UE-to-Network Relay
· ProSe-enabled UE
Capitalised all instances of "group communication".

Within the "Group Communication" definition, added term "Multipoint Service".

Within the "Multipoint Service" definition, replaced "many UEs" with "GCSE Group".

Definitions

For the purposes of the present document, the terms and definitions given in TR 21.905 [1] and the following apply. A term defined in the present document takes precedence over the definition of the same term, if any, in TR 21.905 [1].

GCSE Group: A set of members that are entitled to participate in a Group Communication service. 
Group Communication: communication among members of a GCSE Group that may involve various media and may involve group member(s) communicating either via E-UTRAN Multipoint Service and/or via ProSe Group Communication.
Group Communication System Enabler (GCSE): A 3GPP feature enabling an application layer functionality to provide Group Communication over E-UTRAN.

Editor’s Note: Definition of “members” if FFS

Multipoint Service: A service used to distribute the same content to a GCSE Group in a resource efficient way.
ProSe Communication: a communication between two UEs in proximity that are ProSe-enabled, by means of an E-UTRAN communication path. The communication path could for example be established directly between the UEs or routed via local eNB(s).
ProSe Group: A set of members that are entitled to participate in a Group Communication service, as perceived by the user of a ProSe-enabled UE when that UE is communicating via ProSe Group Communication.
ProSe Group Communication: a one-to-many ProSe Communication, between more than two ProSe-enabled UEs in proximity, by means of a common communication path established between the ProSe-enabled UEs.
ProSe UE-to-Network Relay: is a form of relay in which a ProSe-enabled Public Safety UE acts as a communication relay between a ProSe-enabled Public Safety UE and the ProSe-enabled network using E-UTRA.

ProSe-enabled UE: a UE that supports ProSe Discovery, ProSe Communication and/or ProSe-assisted WLAN direct communication.
