4.2.1
Groups with defined geographical scope
The system shall enable the application layer to restrict Group communications for given groups on a per cell(s) basis. In this case group members shall be able to receive and/or transmit only while being served by the specific cell(s).

The system shall provide a mechanism to setup, release and modify a multipoint service within a defined geographic area. 

The system shall be able to provide a mechanism to redefine the geographic area during the course of the Group Communication.
