We would like to inform oneM2M that TS 22.368 (Service requirements for Machine-Type Communications), in addition to general requirements (e.g. low power consumption of MTC Devices), defines the following specific MTC Features:

These features seem to relate to the information that can be provided by oneM2M specified M2M service enablement platforms. As correctly mentioned in your LS 3GPP Rel-12 only specifies optimizations for Small Data Transmissions and low power consumption.
However, for the proposed information exchange between oneM2M specified M2M service enablement platforms and the 3GPP System currently no requirements exist. This remains to be studied in 3GPP SA1. Also, the current assumption of 3PP is that these features are static properties of MTC Devices and it needs to be analysed if a more dynamic handling of these MTC Features will provide value to the 3GPP System.
