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1 Introduction

The language used to describe the relationship between ProSe and GCSE for Group Communication is incorrect. At the time of configuring a GCSE Group there is no knowledge of what method will be used to access the group services. The sentence should reflect that the underlying support for Group Communication services provided to the members of a GCSE Group may be provided by either ProSe or E-UTRAN communications.
