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1 Introduction
The concept of member addressing in section 5.2.2 was removed between [1] and [2]. Specifically from [1] the following was lost:
“A GCSE Group and a corresponding ProSe group, shall be able to be configured in a way that the addressed members of the GCSE group and the addressed members of the  ProSe group are the same, allowing for the UE accessing via either ProSe or E-UTRAN.”
It is proposed to reinstate this requirement.
