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Abstract: Proposes new requirements so that the GCSE Group list of members and those members are able to "hook-up" with each other. 
The original contribution (S1-132037) submitted in SA1#61bis in San Diego, CA was modified to S1-132130 after some discussion about “member”.  It was presented, but not agreed.  Modifications were suggested, but due to timing contraints no revised version (S1-132197) was available.
The creation of a GCSE Group does not imply that a Group Communication exists.

The creation of a GCSE Group does not imply that the members of the GCSE Group know that they are members.  Members may know (e.g., be preconfigured) with which GCSE Groups they can belong, but this does not mean that the Members know if the GCSE Group exists.

Members that do not know what GCSE Groups that they can belong to have to obtain that information (e.g., they can learn from the system about which GCSE Groups that they are members).

The following user requirements provide the mechanisms for obtaining or distributing information between the Members and the GCSE Groups to which they may belong.

A member knows which groups that it is a member of and wants to express interest to a particular GCSE Group.  This can be used as a way of selecting a subset of GCSE Groups for which this member would like to participate or as a way for the GCSE Group to learn about reachable members.
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A member does not to which groups it belongs, so it may learn from the GCSE Group sending notifications to its members. 
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A GCSE Group may send notification of a pending Group Communication to those members that have requested such notification.  The member may then have the option to accept, reject, or ignore the Group Communication.
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Some Group Communications may be sent to members without prior notification.  Some Group Communications must be accepted, while others may be accepted, rejected, or ignored.
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Add new subsections (4.3.2 and 4.3.3) with these requirements

4.3.2
Services to the Group Member
The system shall provide a mechanism to permit a Group Member to request notification when a Group Communication is initiated using that GCSE group.

The system shall provide notification of a Group Communication to all Group Members that have requested notification for the GSCE Group.

The system shall provide notification of the creation/existence of a GCSE Group to its Group Members.  Note: this requirement covered in S1-133228
 
4.3.3
Group Member requests of network

A Group Member shall be able to express interest to receive Group Communications when the GCSE Group is used for Group Communications.

The system shall provide a mechanism for an Active Group Member receiving a Group Communication to be able to accept, reject, or ignore the Group Communication.
The system shall provide a mechanism for an Active Group Member receiving a Group Communication to be required to accept the Group Communication
Any Group Member shall have the ability to initiate a Group Communication for the GCSE Group.
