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Abstract: The purpose of this proposal is to re-order the sections in the GCSE document. The reason for this is that the sections have grown organically and it now makes sense to impose a new structure on the document that presents a more logical flow for the reader.I suggest this now as it will be a lot easier to do this now rather than wait until after the document has entered change control.
The thinking behind the new structure is to re-arrange the content section 5 in S1-133114, so that you group content into 3 areas:-

· High Levels Requirements

· Group Handling

· Group Communication (a new Section heading)

Then within the sections I have tried to present a logical flow as to how these sections should be ordered.

When making these changes I only suggest moving whole sections and their headings, this should help with tracing the work that has been done. Further amendments could be done moving requirements within the sections, but I have suggested this at this stage because it would confuse matters.

To help people understand what is being suggested, I have pasted 2 contents pages in this document. The first is what the final view of S1-133114 looks like and the second is what the final structure should be. The second screen shot has all the current section numbers, before a further contribution presents the final structure.

Note:-  that in the first screen shot section there is an issue with what was section 5.3 (was 4.3) and 5.3.1 (was 4.3.1), this was caused by amendment S1-133175, which deleted these section headings, however contribution S1-133173 then added what would have been 4.3.2 and 4.3.3.
