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1. Overall Description:

SA1 thanks ITU-T SG15 for its Liaison Statement of ITU COM 15-LS 012-E /  S1-133124 on impact of traffic localization on the transport network. 
SA1 has discussed the question raised by ITU-T SG15 in the Liaison Statement. 
SA1 found that:

(1)  SA1 is focusing on the application and service requirements for 3GPP networks, which is a user of the underlaying transport network. From the application and service prospective, proximity services are most likely to have impact on traffic localization. Other services’ impact on traffic localization have not been studied in SA1.   
(2) Proximity services have been studied by SA1 and the findings have been captured in the TR 22.803 Feasibility study for Proximity Services (ProSe) and ProSe has finished its Stage 1 work. It is necessary to highlight that Proximity Services may introduce ProSe communication routed via local eNB(s). 
(3) As ProSe communcation can route via eNBs, ProSe traffic could put presure on the transport network between eNBs. Further more, to prepare the transport network for the upcoming ProSe traffic (including control plane and user plane traffic between eNBs) could increase the overall efficiency for the telecom infrastructure as a whole. Therefore SA1 encourages ITU-T SG15 to carry out studies on traffic localization.     

(4) The detailed impact of localized traffic may vary depending on architectural solutions. SA2 is currently working on architectural solutions for ProSe.
