1. Overall Description:

SA WG1 thanks the 3GPP ITU-R ad hoc for their LS on the technologies for public protection and disaster relief communications associated with work on wrc-15 agenda item 1.3. 
SA WG1 has reviewed the attached LS from ITU-R WP5A and has the following input to provide.
1) The document attached to the LS, REPORT  ITU-R  M.2033, Radiocommunication objectives and requirements for public protection and disaster relief, contains a great deal of outdated information, as indicated by a statement in the Scope section stating the document pertains to PPDR needs in 2010.

2) The detailed requirements contained in M.2033 have likely been superseded by the work in various Public Safety organizations in the intervening years, which would require extensive work to update.

3) Instead, it would be advisable to reference rather than replicate, the latest Public Safety work from various countries and regions.  Specifically, per the work completed in SA1 on ProSe and GCSE_LTE, the following items should be noted, including the references indicated in the points below.

a. It should be noted that the United States’ FCC has selected LTE for use in the Public Safety Network [1][2][3].

b. It should be noted that discussion is ongoing in Europe regarding allocation of spectrum for Public Safety in CEPT ECC WG FM PT 49 [7].

c. A variety of Public Safety requirements have been defined by Public Safety organizations in the United States and Europe [4][5][7], [8], [9], [10], [11], [12], [13].
d. Additionally, SA1 has developed requirements in Rel 12 for standards to support Public Safety needs for Proximity Services [14], [15] and Group Communications [16].
