General

RAN Sharing allows multiple Participating Operators to share the resources of a single E-UTRA RAN - the Hosting RAN - according to agreed allocation schemes. The Hosting RAN is provided by a Hosting RAN Provider who may or may not coincide with one of the Participating Operators. RAN Sharing introduces a high degree of flexibility for Participating Operators to plan their radio networks and to use E-UTRA resources only when these resources are needed. It also reduces maintenance efforts by the individual Participating Operators. RAN Sharing will not simply be a method of reducing costs – it will usher in a new paradigm in network roll-out strategy.
The following requirements on E-UTRAN sharing enhance existing RAN sharing functionality prior to Release13.
