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The text below is an addition to the Use Case 4.3 “Provision of an International M2M Service for a Business Customer” in TR22.802 (“Study on scenarios where multiple APNs are needed”). It adds proposed text to section 4.3.5 as shown below: 
4.3.5   Potential Requirements
The ability to manage profiles on an Embedded UICC (eUICC)  by “Over The Air” (OTA) updates is required. This includes the remote provisioning, swapping and deleting of profiles. A profile is a combination of a file structure, data and applications to be provisioned onto, or present on, an eUICC and which allows, when enabled, access to a specific mobile network. 
The GSM Association has produced a specification “GSMA Remote Provisioning Architecture for Embedded UICC Technical Specification Version 1.0” that will fulfill this requirement.
In addition, however, it is required to be able to provision or select by OTA control, the correct APN(s), Voice Short Codes and SMS numbers that are appropriate to the chosen mobile network. It is highly preferable that the mechanism to do this is part of or triggered by the profile management process so that all parameters relating to the provisioning or swapping of the mobile network to be used can be updated at the same time using one process.
