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Abstract: For the completeness of TR. As was suggested in the meeting, ACDC roaming compatibility for MMTEL is different from that for applications. The former should apply uniformly to home users and roaming users, as SSAC does.
Proposal
To add a new use case as follows.

Use Case N - ACDC roaming compatibility for MMTEL
4.N.1
Description

Roaming in ACDC becomes complex due to large degree of arbitrariness of application assignment to a certain ACDC category, which may not match among HPLMNs. Roaming in ACDC for MMTL should be simpler and work in the same way as SSAC; it applies uniformly to home users   and roaming users.
4.N.2
Pre-conditions

Alice is an assistant director of a TV station. She is a home user of PLMN A. Alice's UE is with ACDC capability, provisioned for preferred handling of MMTEL (MMTEL is in a high ACDC category).
Bob is an assistant director of another TV station. He is a roaming user to PLMN A. Bob's UE is with ACDC capability, provisioned for preferred handling of MMTEL.
4.N.3
Service flows

New Year's Eve approaches and network traffic volumes increase significantly.
The network activates ACDC controls indicating that MMTEL is handled in a preferred manner (not adversely affected by ACDC).
Alice tries to make a call to a person who is waiting for her at a site of today's report.  Bob tries to make a call to a person who is waiting for him at a site of today's report.
Both Alice's UE and Bob's UE are receiving SIB broadcast indicating activation of ACDC. Since MMTEL is spared from ACDC adverse impact (call blocking or deferral), both UEs can initiate calls without delay.

4.N.4
Post-conditions

Although many applications are barred or deferred when attempted by New Year’s revellers, both Alice and Bob are able to successfully make a phone contact to each relevant person and tell them about a change of today's plan.

Potential requirements

The requirement derived from this use case is:
· The network shall be able to uniformly apply ACDC control for MMTEL services in all UEs, regardless of whether they are home UEs or roaming UEs.
