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Abstract: For the sake of completeness of TR. The texts of ACDC should focus on the idle mode case. The connected mode case is covered in the existing Clause of PMOC.
Discussion
PMOC was introduced to apply access barring mechanisms, which had been meant to apply to the idle mode only, to the connected mode, while the detailed feasibility study was left to stage2 and 3. After subsequent discussion in SA2 and RAN2, SSAC is now applied to the connected mode as well, while the others are considered not relevant.
The structure of the texts of ACDC should follow the precedent.

Relationship with PMOC
The intent of PMOC specified in 3GPP TS 22.011[2] is to extend access controls normally applicable when UE is in idle mode to situations when UE is about to initiate an application, but it is in connected mode. However, when the possible normative work of ACDC considers the connected mode case, the relevant texts should be captured in the clause of ACDC to avoid different interpretations in later stages.
