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Abstract:
This document proposes a maintenance WI for Rel-13 of Group Communication System Enablers for LTE (GCSE_LTE), to support the introduction of features postponed by SA2 from Rel-12 to Rel-13. 
It does not introduce new functionality. 
For the time being this WID applies only to SA1 so this version of the WID is based on the last SA1-only GCSE_LTE work item description. (SP-120876). The revision marks show the delta.
As a result of this WI a Rel-13 version of GCSE_LTE TS 22.468 will be created by copying Rel-12 contents of 22.468. 
Subsequently the content of Rel-12 TS22.468 will be reduced to the functionality implemented by the downstream groups in Rel-12. This will be done using the Rel-12 WI Code for GCSE_LTE.
This update of 22.468 is envisaged to be done at the next meeting of SA1 in August when Rel-13 is foreseen to be closed in SA1. The rapporteur will provide the necessary CRs in due time before the next meeting on the email list for review.

3	Justification *
Group communication is a key functionality of LMR/PMR and public safety systems. Such functionality exists for voice calls in existing systems such as Tetra, P25 and GSM-R. In the latter, this functionality was specified by SMG/3GPP as Voice Group Call Service Stage 1 (VGCS-TS42.068). Such functionality consists of a group delivery of calls to users as well as considerations about set up and management of groups.

To position LTE as technology for critical communications such as public safety, Group Communication System Enablers for LTE group communication will be neededwere introduced in Rel-12. Group Communication System Enablers for LTEGroup communication function will complements its sibling communication feature of proximity-based services (ProSe, UID 530044). 

Sources of input requirements for Group Communication System Enablers for LTE:
· The work of the National Public Safety Telecommunications Council (NPSTC-an organization made up of all the major public safety organizations in the US). 
·  The Tetra + Critical Communications Association (TCCA) who are considering LTE for critical communications with similar requirements they expressed in their initial requirements in S1-121247.
· The Association of Public safety Communications Officials (APCO) Global Alliance who have also endorsed LTE as the technology of choice for public safety communications worldwide. 
· The International Union of Railways (UIC) who are likely to consider LTE as the basis of the future generation after GSM-R. 
· The ETSI Special Committee EMTEL and project MESA have identified user requirements for future broadband mission critical PP1, PP2 and DR applications reported in MESA TS 70.001 that  listed amongst others point to multipoint communications requirements.
4	Objective *
This is a maintenance work item to support and, if needed, provide necessary clarifications for the introduction of requirements not implemented in Rel-12. 
No new functions will be introduced by this work item.
Using the ‘Feature Components’ defined in the SA prioritisation document (SP-130506) and the final contents from stage 2 TS 23.468, some functions requested by stage 1 TS 22.468 were not handled in Rel-12. Hence, those features were  moved to Rel-13, i.e. the feature components to be worked on will be the  additional aspect of Geographic Scope not covered in Rel-12, Floor Control, User Interaction, UE to Network Relay,  Interworking (with non-3GPP networks) and UE-AS Open Interface.
This WI shall specify the system enablers to the 3GPP system to support group communication over LTE for critical communications such as Public Safety.
The communication will consist of various media. Examples of media consist of conversational type communication (voice, video) or streaming (video) or data (messaging) or a combination of them
The WI shall collect the requirements as relevant to improve the EPC and E-UTRAN.
Other regional requirements may also be reflected in the work. The requirements shall be worded in a way to easily accommodate future requirements from other regions or stakeholders. At least requirements on the following topics shall be provided: 
•	Group Communication
•	Group size
•	Group Handling
•	Priority Handling
•	Call establishment times 
•	Resource efficiency 
GCSE_LTE shall not define requirements for ProSe. All ProSe groups communications will be defined within ProSe.
Management of group communications will be defined in GCSE_LTE.
GCSE_LTE should aim at re-using existing, standardized functionality when possible and justified.
A gap analysis of existing stage 1 specifications will be done and is foreseen to be included as an informative annex to the TS.
