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Abstract: Proposal to clarify pre-conditions.
Discussion

SA1#65 produced the first version of TR 22.810, on "Study of Enhanced Calling Information Presentation", with 2 use cases.
The pre-conditions had been written like service requirements. This document attempts to describe what the situation before the call is set up. It also suggests two new definitions, for the Authorised Third Party, an entity that is allowed to modify the service on calling and called user's behalf.
Regarding the subscription to the service, it is clarified that the party whose information is sent has to subscribe to the service, but it is left open whether the other party (receiving) has to subscribe to it, too. For the receiving party to be able to block the information, he must have some means, but whether it requires a subscription or something simpler, is left open.

Regarding the blocking, it is clarified that the receiving party can block the sending of any part of the ECI. Earlier text was not clear whether the sending or reception of the ECI was blocked. If sending is blocked, the receiving party avoids paying for the data connection for information she does not want to receive.
Proposal

This document introduces to new definitions

· Authorised Third Party (Called)

· Authorised Third Party (Calling)
It is proposes to clarify the text by combining existing pre-conditions, and defines the role of the Authorised Third Party.
