Discussion

SA1#65 produced the first version of TR 22.808, on "Flexible Mobile Service Steering (FMSS)", with 3 use cases, focusing on different services and specifically on the criteria that determine which services are used for a particular connection.

One of the claimed advantages of Service Steering is that new services can be created, tested, and deployed quickly (actually, more quickly than in traditional service creation environments). So far, TR 22.808 does not describe how the Service Chaining System can be modified, and how new service can be introduced, missing one of the benefits.

This proposed use case suggests how new services can be created, by adding new Service Functions into an existing Service Chaining System.

This document proposes to add a use case that shows how Service Functions are added to the Service Chaining System.

Description

The network operator wants to introduce a new Network Service in his network. He does this by adding a new Service Function to his Service Chaining System, making adding new Network Services easy and fast.

The operator modifes the Service Classifier in such a way that only a small number of test users are served by Network Services that contain the new Service Function.

When the operator has sufficient experience about the new Network Service and Service Function, he deploys it for all users.

All users are able to use Network Services with the new Service Function.
