Relationship with SSAC


In the beginning of study of ACDC, a feature to prioritize MMTEL was a part of the study. And a conflictive situation was foreseen; that is when SSAC tells to deprioritize MMTEL and ACDC tells to prioritize MMTEL. It was considered only mis-network-operation would cause such conflict and it is sufficient to draw attention to avoid such mis-operation.
In the current form of ACDC, where MMTEL is not directly treated, such conflict with SSAC is not explicit. Even though there is any conflict, in the same way that is a matter of network operation. There is no need to define any specific interaction with SSAC.
