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Abstract: A list of requirements for broadcast / announcement group calls.
The following requirements are based on the public safety and TIA TR 8.8 requirements.
There is no ordering associated with these requirements.  The numbers are present to ease the discussion.  These numbers will be removed when added to the TS.  Later all requirements  in the TS will be numbered according to the chair’s updated procedures (S1-140116) used on ProSe TR 22.803
Suggest to add these requirements in the Announcement Group Call section of the draft TS 22.179 and then rename the section to Broadcast Group Call.

3.1 Definitions

PTT Administrator: The authorized user.  The PTT Administrator can authorize other users.
3.1 Definitions

Broadcast Group Call: A group call where the initiating PTT user expects no response from the other PTT users, so that when his transmission is complete, so is the call. The target PTT users may be a subset of all of the system users, or it may be all of the system users.
Group-Broadcast Group: A collection of groups defined by the PTT Administrator (e.g. representing a particular organizational structure) and intended to be the recipients of Broadcast Group Calls.
User-Broadcast Group: A collection of users defined by the PTT Administrator (e.g. representing a particular organizational structure) and intended to be the recipients of Broadcast Group Calls.
System Call: A special case of a Broadcast Group Call that is transmitted to all users in a dynamically defined geographic area.

4.3.1 Broadcast Group Call

1. The PTT service shall support Broadcast Group Calls from authorized PTT Users as determined by the PTT Administrator.

2. The PTT service shall only allow the initiating PTT User to transmit on a Broadcast Group Call, unless overridden.

3. The PTT service shall support automatic affiliation of the PTT UE to a Group-Broadcast Group or User-Broadcast Group.

4. The PTT Service shall support Broadcast Group Calls to a dynamically defined geographic area.
4.3.1.1   Group-Broadcast Group (aka announcement group)

5. The PTT service shall provide for the creation of Group-Broadcast groups with up to B1 levels of group hierarchy.
6. The PTT service shall be configurable to associate one or more Group-Broadcast Groups with any other non-Broadcast Group.

7. A Broadcast Group Call transmitted on a Group-Broadcast Group shall have priority over Group Calls on  its subordinate groups.
8. The PTT service shall optionally support termination of all, or a subset of, subordinate group calls upon initiation of a Broadcast Group Call transmitted on a Group-Broadcast Group.

4.3.1.2 User-Broadcast Group (e.g., System Call)
9. The PTT service shall provide for the creation of User-Broadcast Groups with up to B2 levels of user hierarchy.

10. A Broadcast Group Call transmitted on a User-Broadcast Group shall have priority over Group Calls involving users within the user hierarchy.
11. The PTT Service shall optionally support termination of all group calls that are not MCPTT  Emergency Group Calls involving those users within the user hierarchy upon initiation of a Broadcast Group Call transmitted on a User-Broadcast Group.
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
