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1. Overall Description:

3GPP SA WG1 is currently studying the applicability, management and configuration of one or more APNs with device management solutions in a context where an M2M device may be used by several Network Service Providers.

The presence of multiple Network Service Providers (NSP) in a sequential way is made possible by e.g. using an embedded UICC as specified by the GSMA. This specification enables the download, storage and enabling of mobile subscription (a.k.a. operational profiles which includes a USIM). Also only one mobile subscription is activated at a time.
The frequency of NSP change varies depending on the use cases. On one hand mobile subscription swap could happen several times a week, on the other had this would only happen a few times e.g. every 5 years.

SA1 asks OMA group whether device management solutions as defined by OMA (e.g. OMA DM, OMA CP and OMA lightweight M2M) are suitable for use to automatically configure a device with all its device settings including conMO which containing the APN to be used per application. Observe that the operational mobile subscription will change when one operational MNO subscription profile is disabled and another mobile subscription profile gets enabled in the UICC. This corresponds to removal of a SIM card and installing another SIM card which may belong to different NSPs.
2. Actions:
