1. Overall Description:

SA1 thanks SA2 for the LS S1-143253. 

Regarding the operation of ProSe services when a ProSe-enabled UE is in Limited Service state, SA1 notes that “SA2 is also not aware of any service requirement (in TS 22.278) for support of ProSe Direct Communication for UEs in limited service state”.
SA1 has considered this topic during SA1 #67 and has concluded that there should be requirements on this topic in 22.278.
SA1 has agreed the attached CR to introduce requirements on ProSe operation in Limited Service state for both Public Safety, and for non-Public Safety ProSe-enabled UEs. The requirements are different for these two populations.

There was some discussion within SA1 about the various reasons a UE may enter Limited Service state. Whilst the stage 1 does not isolate the various reasons to enter Limited Service state and associate service requirements with them, SA1 is sure that SA2 and subsequent groups will analyse this. Notably, SA1 discussed that SA2 currently may require the use of a USIM (23.303, clause 4.5.1.1.2.1), which may conflict with the general service requirement for Public Safety ProSe-enabled UE ProSe service operation in Limited Service state.
