Group Regrouping
Group Regrouping enables dispatchers to temporarily combine groups. A dispatcher can use Group Regrouping for different reasons. 
Due to an incident in an area it can be necessary to temporarily enable Public Safety workers from different Groups to communicate to each other to coordinate. After the incident the dispatcher will cancel the Group Regrouping and the Public Safety workers will continue their original tasks.
During quiet periods control room managers can decide to combine Groups  and handle their operations and communications with one dispatcher. In the busier period the Group Regrouping is cancelled and the Groups are handled by separate dispatchers.
