User Regrouping
As described earlier, in Public Safety operation most small and large incidents and events are handled by standard procedures and communication structures and MCPTT Users can easily access the MCPTT Groups to handle their tasks.
Exceptionally it may happen that there is an urgent need for a dedicated set of individual MCPTT Users to communicate in an MCPTT Group, but that this is not foreseen in the communication structure. This may be due to extreme conditions or due to a cooperation that is outside normal procedures.
User Regrouping enables dispatchers to instantaniously provide a dedicated MCPTT Group to these MCPTT Users to enable the required communication. After the operation the dispatcher will remove this MCPTT Group.
