Considerations on interaction between CATS and other Access Controls

There are a number of access controls built into 3GPP networks. This section addresses the interworking between these and CATS.
For ACB and EAB, FS_CATS can work simultaneously with these mechanisms. FS_CATS application to Access Class 11 – 15 is optional. 
ACDC is "white list" based while CATS is "black list" based. Since third party servers will very likely be highly reliable, the list for CATS will normally be empty or have very few entries. It is not necessary to list all applications that may have been downloaded to UEs ("smart phones"). Except for a few highly successful applications enjoying widespread use, it may not even be necessary to apply CATS to applications that have low penetration as the benefits obtained may not be worth the effort involved.
Interaction with PMOC is as for ACDC.
In general, appropriate network operation can avoid any conflict.
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
