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Abstract: For networks without the deployment of the LCS function, if the core network wants to know the location information for certain UE, it has to initiate the location reporting procedure to request the RAN to report where is the UE currently located. However, this location reporting function can’t be controlled flexibly by the network. This contribution proposes a new use case on flexible location reporting time for TR 22.899.
Discussion

Under some circumstances, the network wants to know the subscriber’s location at chosen time points.  For example, the parents may want to know the child’s location at chosen time points in order to know whether their child goes to the unexpected places. It would therefore be beneficial if the network has the flexibility to control the reporting time of the location reporting procedure.
Proposal

It is proposed to add the following in FS_eULRS TR 22.899.

Description

This use case describes the scenario where the location reporting time could be controlled flexibly by the network.

Pre-conditions

The network supports obtaining the UE’s cell information at chosen time points through the location reporting procedure.  The location policy entity could configure the location reporting time to the network.

 Alice’s parents sign an agreement with the MNO to provide Alice’s location information at chosen time points, such as 7:00, 12:00 and 17:00, etc..

Service Flows

At any chosen time point, the network could initiate the location reporting procedure to obtain the cell information of this UE.

Post-conditions

The network could obtain cell information of the UE at chosen time points.

Alice’s parents could know Alice’s location at chosen time points provided by the network.

Potential Requirements

The location policy entity shall be able to configure the flexible location reporting time to the network.
The network shall be able to initiate the location reporting procedure to obtain UE’s cell information at chosen time points.
This should be done without violating private user information.
