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Abstract: This contribution provides modifications to TS22.179 v0.6.0. in order to more efficiently organize MCPTT Group Call and MCPTT Private Call requirements.  
Discussion
Reorganization

The proposed rewrite involves reordering of the existing requirements, and edits of those requirements.  Previously, the Group Call requirements were listed in Section 6.2, with Private Call requirements in Section 6.13.  Because there are many requirements that are common between Group Call and Private Calls, common requirements between the two call modes were combined, rather than having duplicate requirements in two sections.  The reordering also serves the purpose of adding clarity and readability by consolidating the Group Call and Private Call requirements in one section of the TS.

A summary of the reordering of the requirements are listed here:

· The title of section 6.2 was changed from General Group Call to General Group and Private Call.

· 6.2.1 Service Requirements Common to MCPTT Group Calls and MCPTT Private Calls was added
· Section 6.2.4 Identification and location information and the related requirements were moved to 6.2.1.1

· Section 6.2.7 Prioritization and the related requirements were moved to 6.2.1.2, except for group hierarchy requirement

· Added 6.2.2 Service Requirements for MCPTT Group Calls
· Section 6.2.1 Generalized Aspects and the related requirements were moved to 6.2.2.1

· Section 6.2.7 (now 6.2.2.6) was renamed from Prioritization to Group Organization due to the remaining group hierarchy requirement.

· The numbering of the remaining sections was updated appropriately.

· Section 6.13 Private Call moved to 6.2.3 Service Requirements for MCPTT Private Calls
· The existing 6.13 Private Call (now 6.2.3) requirements were categorized in the following new subsections:

· 6.2.3.1
General aspects

· 6.2.3.2
Private Call Status/Information

· 6.2.3.3
Private Call Callback

The reorganization updates are included in the first and second reorganization segments below. 
Changes

Modification of the existing requirements include a modification to the first requirement in 6.2.1.1 Identification and location information (numbering based on proposed reorganization) to generalize the MCPTT Group Call requirement to also support MCPTT Private Calls.  
This modification is included in the change segment at the end of this contribution.
Proposal
It is proposed to change the text in TS22.179 as follows:

General Group and Private Call

6.2.1
Service Requirements Common to MCPTT Group Calls and MCPTT Private Calls 
6.2.1.1
Identification and location information

The MCPTT service shall provide the Talker ID, Talker ID alias, Group ID, Group ID alias and, if available, Public Safety Agency of the transmitting participant to the receiving MCPTT UEs unless the transmitting participant’s identity is restricted.

The MCPTT service shall provide location information of the transmitting MCPTT UE to receiving MCPTT UEs unless the location of the transmitting MCPTT UE is restricted.

The MCPTT service shall present users with human readable identifiers (with a minimum length of N3) for MCPTT Users (i.e., Talker ID alias) and for the MCPTT Groups (i.e, Group ID alias).

The MCPTT service shall be able to support identifiers using character sets for international languages specified via configuration.
6.2.1.2
Prioritization 
The MCPTT service shall provide a mechanism to prioritize, dynamically and in real-time, MCPTT Groups in relation to other MCPTT Groups (with respect to transport and presentation).

The MCPTT service shall provide a mechanism to prioritize, dynamically and in real-time, MCPTT Groups in relation to other traffic (with respect to transport and presentation).

The MCPTT service shall provide a mechanism to prioritize MCPTT Group Calls based on the priorities associated with elements of call (e.g., service type, requesting identity, and target identity).

6.2.2
Service Requirements for MCPTT Group Calls

6.2.2.1
General aspects

The MCPTT service shall enable an MCPTT Administrator to configure which MCPTT Group Members are authorized to select to transmit to an MCPTT Group. 

Editor's note: this requirement should be moved to a future administrative section of the document.

6.2.2.2
Group status/information

The MCPTT service shall provide a mechanism by which an authorized MCPTT User can determine which MCPTT Groups have at least one other MCPTT User affiliated.

The MCPTT service shall provide a mechanism by which an authorized MCPTT UE can determine what MCPTT Groups have at least one active receiving member.

The MCPTT service shall provide a mechanism by which an authorized MCPTT UE can determine that a number (N1) of receiving members are present for an MCPTT group.

The MCPTT service shall provide a mechanism by which an authorized MCPTT UE can determine that a particular receiving member(s) is present for an MCPTT group.

The MCPTT service shall provide a notification, for example audio and/or visual, to a user that there are no members on an MCPTT Group being used/monitored by the user and that the user is the only user affiliated to that MCPTT Group.

6.2.2.3
Group Configuration

The MCPTT service shall provide a mechanism by which an MCPTT Administrator, from any location, may define the membership of an MCPTT Group.

MCPTT Groups shall be able to be limited to a number of MCPTT Group members selected by the MCPTT Administrator.

An MCPTT User may simultaneously be a MCPTT Group Member of one or more MCPTT Groups.






6.2.2.4
Membership/affiliation

The MCPTT service shall support an MCPTT User’s ability to revoke his affiliation with an MCPTT group.

6.2.2.5
Membership/affiliation list

The MCPTT service shall provide, upon request, the list of currently affiliated members on an MCPTT Group to an authorized user regardless of the user’s affiliation.

The MCPTT service shall provide, upon request, the list of currently affiliated members of an MCPTT Group to an authorized UE.

When a list of affiliated members is provided, the list shall reference each member by Talker ID and Talker Alias ID.

The MCPTT service shall provide, upon request, the current list of members of an MCPTT Group to an authorized user.

The MCPTT service shall provide, upon request, the current list of members of an MCPTT Group to an authorized UE regardless of the UE’s membership.

When a list of members is provided, the list shall reference each member by Talker ID and Talker Alias ID.

6.2.2.6
Group Organization


The MCPTT service shall provide a mechanism to organize MCPTT Groups into a hierarchy(ies). 


6.2.3
Service Requirements for MCPTT Private Calls
6.2.3.1
General aspects

The MCPTT service shall provide a mechanism for an MCPTT Administrator to configure for a particular authorized MCPTT User, a set of MCPTT Users under the same authority to which an MCPTT Private Call can be made. 

Editor’s Note: The relationship between the authorizations of UEs vs. User is FFS.

6.2.3.2
Private Call Status/Information

The MCPTT service should provide a mechanism to query whether a particular MCPTT User is present on the network.

The MCPTT service should provide a mechanism to query whether a particular MCPTT User is capable of participating in an MCPTT Private Call.

Editor’s Note: Potential privacy issues should be considered FFS.

6.2.3.3
Private Call Callback

The MCPTT service shall provide a mechanism (i.e., MCPTT Private Call callback request) for the calling party of an MCPTT Private Call to request that the called party (at earliest convenience) place a call to the calling party.

The MCPTT service shall provide a UE receiving an MCPTT Private Call callback request with an indication of which MCPTT User called and when.

Within an MCPTT Private Call, the MCPTT service shall provide a mechanism by which specified participants or participant types (e.g., dispatch) have the ability to override an active PTT transmission of the other participant in the private call.

Editor’ Note: Discrete listening requirements are FFS.

Editor’ Note: Call override capabilities are FFS.

6.2.1
Service Requirements Common to MCPTT Group Calls and MCPTT Private Calls 
6.2.1.1
Identification and location information

The MCPTT service shall provide the Talker ID, Talker ID alias, Group ID, Group ID alias and, Public Safety Agency, if available and applicable, of the transmitting participant to the receiving MCPTT UEs unless the transmitting participant’s identity is restricted.

The MCPTT service shall provide location information of the transmitting MCPTT UE to receiving MCPTT UEs unless the location of the transmitting MCPTT UE is restricted.

The MCPTT service shall present users with human readable identifiers (with a minimum length of N3) for MCPTT Users (i.e., Talker ID alias) and for the MCPTT Groups (i.e., Group ID alias).

The MCPTT service shall be able to support identifiers using character sets for international languages specified via configuration.
