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Abstract: This document proposes an FMSS requirement that the traffic from a single user can be subject to multiple traffic steering policies
Discussion
The version of TR 22.808 created at SA1#66 contains several use cases, most of which address different criteria for creating traffic steering policies. As some these criteria are independent, and may apply to different types of traffic or situations, it is implicit that the different parts of the traffic from a single user can be subject to different traffic steering policies, provided that these parts can be separated from one another. However, such a requirement of multiple traffic steering policies has not been clearly stated.

The potential requirement derived from the use case on security services (5.2.2 Security services) states "The 3GPP core network shall provide different traffic steering rules according to MNO’s policies and user’s subscription. The MNO can then steer all or some parts of user’s traffic through different traffic paths involving security services in order to offer differentiated security services for different end-users or to comply with their policies."

This potential requirement contains part of the requirement of multiple traffic steering policies but addresses only security services. The requirement should be more generic, covering all services.

These different parts of user's traffic could be identified by, for example, application characteristics and SDF.
Proposal
This document proposes to add a requirement on different policies for different parts of traffic of one user.
