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Introduction

Overview
This contribution is a proposed rewrite of sections 6.2.5, 6.1.1 and 6.9 of TS22.179 Technical Specification Group Services and System Aspects; Mission Critical Push to Talk MCPTT (Release 13) V0.6.0.  It is intended to address the editor’s note in section 6.9 and improve the overall clarity of the sections.
Narrative

The proposed rewrite involves moving one requirement each from sections 6.6.1 and 6.9 to section 6.2.5, in order to consolidate the requirements pursuant to affiliation into one section.  It also involves reordering of the existing requirements, and edits of those requirements in 6.9 to improve the flow of the requirements.  

Subsequent to reordering the requirements, the following changes were made as reflected in the “changes” section below:

· Replaced the “shall be affiliated” requirement (moved from 6.9 to 6.2.5) with a more general requirement that a user affiliate before participating in group communications;
· Added a requirement explicitly allowing a user to affiliate with multiple groups; 
· Made minor changes to the working of the “automatic affiliation” requirement moved from 6.6.1 to 6.2.5; and,

· Made minor changes to the requirement to support multiple simultaneous calls in 6.9.

Monitoring

The MCPTT User shall be affiliated to the MCPTT Groups that the UE monitors.

Editor's Note: need to clarify that the UE could be affiliated to e.g. emergency groups and the MCPTT User could receive this. This is potentially inconsistent with a requirement indicating that a UE can be affiliated with certain groups in 4.3.1.
The MCPTT service shall allow a UE to be receiving or transmitting in one MCPTT Group while simultaneously receiving additional MCPTT Groups.

The MCPTT service should provide a mechanism for an MCPTT Administrator and/or authorized user to order the MCPTT Groups being monitored by the UE.

The MCPTT service shall provide a mechanism to configure the number (N4) of calls to be simultaneously received by a UE, authorized by an MCPTT Administrator and/or authorized user.

The MCPTT service shall provide a mechanism for an MCPTT Administrator to limit the total number (N5) of MCPTT Group transmissions that a UE can simultaneously receive.
