Conclusion and Recommendations


TSG SA WG 1 has studied the Multimedia Broadcast Supplement for PWS.

The study has led to the conclusion that MBSP, a multimedia broadcast supplement for PWS, has no impact on the current UEs supporting PWS because they are unable to receive the MBPS messages and will ignore them. Since MBSP-capable UEs can ignore the PWS Warning Notification linked to the MBSP message, this PWS Warning Notification will not be displayed.
There are a number of issues which are not fully developed in this study and will be dependent on regional regulatory requirements including:

· Backwards compatibility such as when a UE is roaming or how PWS and MBSP may be used separately or together

· Use of PWS and MBSP in various combinations (i.e. as highlighted in 4.12)

· Minimization of over alerting unaffected regions or areas

· Any limits on MBSP media content such as size, media types, languages, etc.
· MMI requirements which may affect the MBSP service
TSG SA WG 1 recommends that normative work will be undertaken when sufficient regulatory requirements for an MBSP service are available.
