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Abstract: This doc proposes a use case of video transmission in MCPTT service  for “Mission Critical Video over LTE”.
1. Introduction
In mission critical communication, both voice and video play important role. There are scenarios of transmitting video in a MCPTT service. For example, in a rescue activity, the live video captured by a participant or a video clip needs to be broadcasted to the MCPTT group members while a Group Call is ongoing. The study of “Mission Critical Video over LTE” should include the above scenarios.
2. Proposal
It is proposed to include the use case and potential requirements in Technical Report on Mission Critical Video over LTE as described below.

2. The request is permitted by the dispatcher.

5. The live video broadcast is stopped by the requestor or by the dispatcher.
