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Abstract: <It is proposed to discuss the potential requirements abstracted from use case “see what I see” which is mentioned in GCSE TS22.468   >
Discussion:
 “See what I see” use case has been introduced in GCSE (refer to A.2 TS22.468). Discussion of supporting Mission Critical Video over LTE was raised in SA1#68 meeting. We suggest considering this use case and abstracting potential requirements.
In this use case, there are three service flows within one group: 
· MCPTT Group Call (voice only)
· MCPTT Video Feed: an uplink video transmission from a MCPTT Group Member to the dispatcher. 
· MCPTT Video Broadcast: a downlink only video transmission from the dispatcher to all the other MCPTT Group Members.
These three services are independent. From the UE’s side, it shall support audio and video receiving simultaneously. 
It is depicted in Figure 1 that Group Member B is the current talker who is transmitting the uplink audio to other Group Members.
Group Member C is transmitting the uplink video to the dispatcher and the dispatcher broad the video in downlink to all the other Group Members.
Group Member A and D are receiving the audio and video simultaneously in the downlink. And Group Member B are transmitting audio in the uplink and simultaneously receiving the video in the downlink. Group Member C are transmitting video in the uplink and simultaneously receiving the audio in the downlink.
