Abstract: This document proposes that 1 requirement from module ‘E-2’ & 2 requirements from module ‘M’ are enhancements to the MCPTT system and should be considered non-core. No opinion is expressed on the other 683 requirements.

Justification
[R-7.3.3-008] is an enhancement for the Off-Network MCPTT service and not crucial for it. Moreover, it complicates UE implementation by adding a mandatory media mixer to all devices regardless of the UE capability (e.g. multi-speaker) or the user (e.g. dispatcher, mobile command console).
[R-7.15-001] & [R-7.15-002] are enhancements which can only be relied upon for statistical analysis and therefore not crucial for MCPTT operation.
